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In our TEI documents, persons, places, organisations, lemmata and keywords are tagged according

to the TEI Guidelines (persName, placeName etc.).

The new portal contains the TEI documents of the latest editions, which are still work in progress. Besides full-text 
search one can also search by persons, places, organisations and concepts (keywords and lemmata).
